                    APPLICATION AND REQUIREMENTS

To All Applicants for Membership:

After you have completed the on line applicant package, please make a copy of the following information and keep it for you records and reference.

NEW APPLICANT REQUIREMENTS FOR MEMBERSHIP NORTH JERSEY BOARD # 33

· Application Form to be completed and submitted on-line no later than August 15, 2011
· Application fee of $225.00 to be paid on-line at time of application, or by check no later than 7 days after the application is submitted
· A completed medical clearance form signed and stamped by the applicant’s personal physician and submitted prior to August 30, 2011
MEMBERSHIP PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS AND PHASES

The successful applicant for membership in the North Jersey Board of Approved Basketball Officials, Inc, must complete all four (4) phases of the training program

PHASE 1      Year 1 CADET STATUS
· Rules classes and examination  (Dates, times and locations on a separate attachment)
· All applicants must attend a minimum of nine (9) rules interpretation meetings 

· (not including the exam date of November 1st, 2011) and successfully pass the IAABO Exam with a minimum score of 86%

· Successful applicants will move Phase 2

PHASE 2      Year 1 CADET STATUS
· In Phase 2, applicants will attend meetings dedicated to floor mechanics and actual on - court experiences.

· All applicants must attend all the meetings and pass a written mechanics examination and the practical floor test evaluation

· During this phase applicants will be assigned a mentor to assist in the floor preparation phase of the program

· Successful applicants will move to Phase 3 – Provisional Membership 
· Provisional membership will consist of additional training and evaluation in Phases 3 and 4. 

· Provisional members who are successful at phases 3 and 4 will be admitted as full members of the North Jersey Board of Approved Basketball Officials, Inc
PHASE 3   YEAR 2   PROVISIONAL MEMBERSHIP
Phase three will begin in year two, and will include:

· Payment of membership dues

· Passing a refresher written exam 
· Additional meetings devoted to rule interpretation, mechanics and philosophy of officiating
· Provisional members will be assigned a mentor in Year 2 to assist and evaluate the applicant’s performance
· Successful applicants will move to Phase 4
PHASE 4   YEAR 2  PROVISIONAL MEMBERSHIP
· Phase four will consist of an evaluation of the Provisional member’s on court officiating. Each applicant will be required to officiate a minimum number of contests at the recreational or sub varsity level.

· Provisional members on - court performance will be evaluated

· Successful Provisional members will be admitted as full members of The North Jersey Board of Approved Basketball Officials, Inc 
· Unsuccessful Provisional members will be either asked to complete an additional year as a provisional member (Provisional Member 2 Status) or will be asked to repeat the membership program starting with year one - Cadet Status.
· Successful second year provisional members (Provisional Member 2 status) will be granted full membership. Unsuccessful Provisional members (2) can choose to repeat the program beginning with year one - Cadet Status
